Each year the United States Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) issues poverty guidelines,
which are published in the Federal Register. The 2012 HHS Poverty Guidelines are available. These
guidelines were used to develop the income limits for the 150 and 200 percent income guidelines. See
charts below:
